Liturgy of the Word for Children
Sundays during 10:00 Mass
Our goal is to create a prayerful liturgy where the children hear the scriptures and are able to apply them to their lives.  We are in need of additional help with this ministry.   Adults and students in grade 6 and older are invited to become leaders or helpers.  Please see the ministry description below.  Training consists of observing & helping with the liturgy.  Leaders are supplied with all of the necessary readings, materials, and the discussion outline. Leaders and helpers are scheduled once per month. Contact Sarah (251-8115 *816) to learn more.  
Before Mass 
· On your scheduled day, the leader and helpers meet in the Gathering Space at 9:45 to talk through the liturgy for the day. 

· Once the meeting room is available the leader and helpers prepare that room:

· Write the psalm response on the white board and set up the CD player

· Activate the heating/cooling system as necessary.

· Open the blinds so the leader can see into the Gathering Space

· If needed, move the chairs and table out of the way

· Prepare any other materials.  

During Mass


Presider:  
· Leads the children out of Church

· Directs all prayers

· Proclaims the Gospel

· Leads discussion

Helpers duties:  

· Proclaims the 1st and/or 2nd readings

· Starts the CD player for the psalm and gospel acclamation

· Assists the presider in any way.  (They may help with props for the discussion, acting, etc.)

· Helps to keep the kids quiet and paying attention.
· Adjusts the heating/cooling system as necessary.  
· Makes sure that the AV operators in church have turned down the sound to the gathering space and that they have the TV’s on.  
· Watches the TV monitor to see when the main assembly is done with the homily.  When the main assembly is standing and praying the creed the helper motions to the presider so that the discussion can be wrapped up.  
· Leads the children quietly back to church when the assembly is seated for the collection.   

After Mass
· Stack up the lectionary, CD’s and any other materials and leave them on the piano

· Erase the white board.
