Immediate preparation for the sacraments of First Reconciliation and 

First Eucharist generally occurs for children in grade 2 (or older).  
The expectations for those preparing for these sacraments are:
· child regularly participates in weekend liturgies

· child and adult participate in an ongoing faith formation program 
(i.e. monthly Journey In Faith Gatherings, home school, Catholic School)
· parent or guardian attend two parent-only meetings, one prior to each sacrament
· parent or guardian help the child to complete the study materials at home
· parent and child attend one learning session prior to each sacrament
· child and adult participate in a retreat prior to celebrating each sacrament
